Have only blue dye and algaecide left to purchase- approximate cost is $1,800.00. Aquatic
contract was $5,300.00. Approximate savings should be around $2,000.00. We received
compliments from neighbors regarding the pond conditions and they appreciate the
fountains are back up and running.

Counsel was asked to try and get the remainder of the financial records and any other HOA
documents that may be in the possession of Scott Welch.

Lien process still being pursued.

New Business
